1. This Invitation for Bids follows the General Procurement Notice for this Project that appeared in
Development Business, issue no. IDB452-04/19 of 26 April 2019.

2. The Government of Jamaica through the Ministry of Health and Wellness has received financing from the
Inter-American Development Bank (IDB), toward the cost of the Support for The Health System
Strengthening for The Prevention And Care Management Of Non-Communicable Disease Programme,
and intends to apply part of the proceeds of this financing to payments under the Contract for Medical
Carts.

3. The Ministry of Health and Wellness now invites sealed bids from eligible and qualified bidders for the
supply of mobile Medical Carts which will complement end user workstations and facilitate movement and
usability of devices procured pursuant to the upgrade of the ICT infrastructure of health facilities across
Jamaica.

4. Bidders must have the capacity to supply: Powered Mobile Computer Carts/PC Carts, Non-powered
Mobile Laptop Carts, Powered Mobile Computer Carts (Operating Room Carts), and 24” Medical All in
One PC with all the detailed specifications provided.      

5. Bidding will be conducted through the International Competitive Bidding (ICB) procedures specified in the
Inter-American Development Bank’s Policies for Procurement of Works and Goods financed by the Inter-
