The Ministry of Public Works has received financing from the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB), toward the cost of the
Improvement of Transport Logistics and Competitiveness in Suriname (ITLCS) project, and intends to apply part of the proceeds for
consulting senices.

The consulting senices (‘the Senices”) include engineering senices in the evaluation and review of the design prepared by the
Contractor to be hired to a Design and Contract procedure, support the PEU with the evaluation of contractor’'s bid and provide
supenvsion senices during the project implementation. The works entail, a Logistics Center within the Jules Sedney Terminal for the
classification of cargo and the development of added-value processes. This includes the construction of a truck center, offices and
car and small truck parking (1.53 hectares) and warehousing facilities (container stuffing and stripping, cross-docking, consolidation,
sacking, among others) in compliance with the regulatory framework for people with disabilities of Suriname or international
standards of the following road section and structure.

Estimated duration of the contract is 24 months.

Interested consulting firms must provide evidence that they are qualified to perform the indicated senices, including but not limited to
brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions/environments, availability of appropriate skills and
expertise, graphic information, pictures, etc. The consulting firms shall also provide: i) general information on the firm’s name, address,
e-mail, phone and fax numbers, and in the case of an association the name of the representative firm; ii) information on the
organization of the firm and its main areas of activity/specialization; and iii) description of specific experiences in similar
projects/contracts. The information requested in ii) and iii) should include at the minimum a description of the activities, which includes
the degree or percent of participation in the total work, the execution period and dates, the lewvel of responsibility, the cost of the project
and the country location of the project. The curricula vitae of potential personnel to be inwlved in the above-mentioned senices are not
required at this stage.

Consultants must provide proof of their legal status as a firm (registry at Chamber of Commerce).

The Ministry of Public Works now invites eligible consulting firms (“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the Senvices.
Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to
perform the Senices.

Consultants are required to submit their interests accompanied by a properly signed Letter of Interest (LOI), proof of their legal status
as a firm (registry at Chamber of Commerce) and the requested evidence (company profile, portfolio, etc.) as described abowe.

Short lists shall comprise firms with a wide geographic spread not fewer than five (5) and not more than eight (8) eligible
firms.

Consultants will be selected in accordance with the procedures set out in the Inter-American Development Bank: Policies for the
Selection and Contracting of Consultants financed by the Inter-American Development Bank GN-2350-15 and is open to all eligible
bidders as defined in the policies.

For the
purpose of establishing the short list, the nationality of a firm is that of the country in which itis legally incorporated or constituted and
in the case of Joint Venture, the nationality of the firm appointed to represent it.

A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the Quality and Cost Based Selection (QCBS) method set out in the Consultant
Policies.
