Abstract: The FSC has commenced a process of digital transformation to achieve greater efficiency in its
operations as a financial regulator for non-deposit taking institutions in executing its mandate to protect those
who utilize the services of the entities it regulates. An Integrated Regulatory System (IRS) will allow for the
implementation of an automated regulatory platform, which integrates key internal processes with external
stakeholder processes. This project is expected to result in the integration and re-engineering of thirty (30)
high level processes. These have been identified as the best suited processes for reengineering for fitness,
greater efficiency in service delivery and their seamless integration with digital operating support platforms.



These processes are the ones benefiting most from Information Technology improvements and an integrated
digital platform and shall be digitized with the introduction of an IRS.
