The Ministry of Finance has received financing from the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB) toward the cost
of the Fiscal Strengthening to Support Economic Growth (FISEG) Program and intends to apply part of the
proceeds for consulting services.

 

The consulting services (“the Services”) includes:

1. Design:

Preparation of all necessary architectural, structural, civil, mechanical, electrical, security and safety, fire,
IT/Communications, water and sanitation drawings and specifications necessary to successfully tender and
execute the refurbishment construction of building at Dr. Sophie Redmondstraat 129, in accordance with the
requirements of the Ministry of Public Works of the Government of Suriname and the IDB;

2. Supervision:

The supervision services, implementation of an appropriate quality control system, cost monitoring and a
reporting system during the execution of the refurbishment works in a timely fashion in accordance with basic
specifications and cost parameters set by the Government of Suriname and the IDB.

 

The Program Implementation Unit (PIU) FISEG of the Ministry of Finance and Planning now invites eligible
consulting firms (“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the Services. Interested Consultants should
provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform
the Services.

 

Professional experience: The Consultancy Firm has demonstrable experience with design or construction of
buildings in the tropics, especially in Suriname. A detailed profile of firms’ expertise in these types of
consultancies should be provided and firms should provide a detailed portfolio with references and credentials of
at least three (3) similar works in the last five (5) years. “Similar works” refers to commercial building
assessment, municipal facility design and planning, and construction of buildings in the tropics, especially in
Suriname.

 

The Expression of Interest (EOI) should include:

• Letter of interest from the firm;

• Proof of their legal status as a firm and compliance with IDB eligibility rules;

• Detailed portfolio with pictures, references, credentials of relevant projects/assignments (including date, place,
size and cost of the project);

• Company Profile related to the assignment (Company structure, demonstrated experience, skills and
expertise).

 

 Short lists shall comprise firms with a wide geographic spread not fewer than five (5) and not more than eight (8)
eligible firms.

Consultants will be selected in accordance with the procedures set out in the Inter-American Development Bank:
Policies for the Selection and Contracting of Consultants financed by the Inter-American Development Bank
GN-2350-15 and is open to all eligible bidders as defined in the policies.

Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a joint venture or a sub-consultancy to enhance their
qualifications. For the purpose of establishing the short list, the nationality of a firm is that of the country in which it
is legally incorporated or constituted and in the case of Joint Venture, the nationality of the firm appointed to
represent it.

 

A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the Least Cost Selection (LCS) method set out in the Consultant
Policies.
