This invitation for prequalification follows the general procurement notice for this project that appeared in Development
Business No. IDB-P543707-08/20 of 13 August 2020 UNDB on-line and in The Bank’s Internet Website.

The Government of Suriname has received a loan from the Inter- American Development Bank toward the cost of the
Improving Transport Logistics and Competitiveness in Suriname, and it intends to apply part of the proceeds of this loan to
payments under the contract for “Construction of the road network adjacent to the Port of Paramaribo and the bridge in the
Van ‘t Hogerhuysstraat across the Saramacca Canal”.

The Ministry of Public Works intends to prequalify contractors and/or firms for the reconstruction of the roads:



i. Martin Luther Kingweg (from Latourweg to Saramacca Canal);
il. Van ‘t Hogerhuysstraat bridge over the Sarammacca Canal, replacing the current three-lane (3- lane) bridge with an
expanded six lane (6-lane) bridge;

iii. Van ‘t Hogerhuysstraat (from Saramacca Canal to Molenpad);

iv. Slangenhoutstraat (from Van’t Hogerhuysstraat to Hernhutterstraat);

v. Hernhutterstraat (from Slangenhoutstraat to the Willem Campagnestraat);

vi. Willem Campagnestraat (between Hernhutterstraat and Van’t Hogerhuysstraat); and
vii. The Molenpad.

The works will incorporate, drainage systems, the relocation of the utility works (electrical, waterlines and communication) and
Intelligent Transport Systems for traffic control, planning, and enforcement, while integrating traffic lights and
variable road signs for sections adjacent to the port and along the above-described road segments. The
intervention will ensure that the related infrastructure will comply with universal accessibility guidelines. It is
expected that mvitations for bid will be made in March 2023.

Prequalification will be conducted through prequalification procedures specified in the Inter- American Development Bank’s
Policies for the Procurement of Works and Goods financed by the Inter-American Development Bank, 2349-15 January
2020, and is open to all bidders from eligible source countries, as defined in the Policies.
