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Abstract: Goods to be procured will support vaccine delivery to health service sites and vaccine administration to
individuals. Logistical, communication and visibility, and human resource services will be procured to support
the adoption and uptake of Covid-19 vaccnation rates and to support measures to interrupt transmission.

The Government of Belize has received financing in the amount equivalent to US$5,000,000.00 from the Inter-
American Development Bank (IDB), and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments for goods, works,
related services and consulting services to be procured under the project titled “Program to Support the Health
Sector to Contain and Control Coronavirus and to Mitigate its Effect on Service Provision”.

For consulting services
expected to cost an amount equivalent to US $200,000.00 or more, a request for expressions of interest
contracts will be advertised in UN Development Business and Inter-American Development Bank'’s Web Site
and national newspapers within Belize.
