Abstract: The objective of this contract is to design and install a 60kW AC solar photovoltaic (PV)
carport and one dual electric vehicle charging station with additional electrical vehicle
supply equipment (EVSE)

1. This Request for Bids (RFB) follows the General Procurement Notice for the Sustainable Energy
Investment Programme (SEIP), which appeared in Development Business, with DB reference number -
DB-P725412-04/21 of April 26, 2021.

2. The Government of Barbados, with the assistance of the Inter- American Development Bank (IDB), has developed a
Sustainable Energy Framework for Barbados (SEFB). Within this framework, a Sustainable Energy Investment
Program (Smart Fund II) was developed to focus on investment initiatives for Renewable Energy (RE) and Energy
Efficiency (EE) in the private and public sectors. The Ministry of Energy and Business (The Ministry), the central
public sector agency with responsibility for the Energy Sector, is the executing Agency for the Program.

3. The Government has received finding from the Inter- American Development Bank (IDB) and the European Union
(EU) towards the cost of the Program and intends to apply part of the proceeds of this financing to eligible
payments under the Contract to Design and Install a 60kW AC solar photovoltaic (PV) carport and
Supply and Install one Dual Electric Vehicle Charger, for which this Request for Bids is issued.

4. The Project Executing Unit of the Ministry now invites sealed bids from eligible and qualified bidders to
Design and Install a 60kW AC solar photovoltaic (PV) carport and Supply and Install one Dual
Electric Vehicle Charger. The goods are expected to be installed within nine (9) months from the date
of contract award.

5. The Request for Bids will be conducted through the International Competitive Bidding (ICB) procedures
specified in the Inter-American Development Bank’s Policies for the Procurement of Works and Goods
financed by the Inter-American Development Bank - GN-2349-15, and is open to all bidders from Eligible
Source Countries as defined in the Policies. Eligbility is also extended to bidders from non-IDB member

Interested eligible bidders may obtain the complete set of Bidding Documents and further information
from the Ministry, Project Executing Unit, Trinity Business Centre, Country Road, St Michael, BARBADOS
between the hours of 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.

Qualifications and experience include engineering, installation and design of PV systems. For Post-
qualification purposes, interested bidders must submit information that demonstrates their ability to
perform the contract. Information submitted should include work experience in the region, experience in
projects of similar scope and specificity, the firm’'s financial capability, evidence of eligibility and
qualifications and experience of contractor’s personnel. Additional details are provided in the Bidding
Documents. A margin of preference for certain goods manufactured domestically shall not be applied.

Request for Bids (RFBs) may be submitted electronically or delivered manually. RFBs submitted
electronically must be prepared in English clearly marked “Request for Bids — Procurement to Design
and Install a 60kW AC solar photovoltaic (PV) carport and Supply and Install one Dual Electric

Where RFBs are submitted in hard copy, one (1) original, one (1) copy and an electronic copy [USB,
Flash Drive] clearly marked “Request for Bids - Procurement to Design and Install a 60kW AC solar
photovoltaic (PV) carport and Supply and Install one Dual Electric Vehicle Charger,” must be
prepared in English and placed in the Tenders Box in a sealed envelope at Address (1) below, no later than 4:30

p.m. Barbados time, on Wednesday, August 17th, 2022.

Bids will be opened in the presence of the bidders’ representatives who choose to attend. The opening
will be facilitated online using Zoom.

The successful Applicant will be required to enter into a contract drawn up by or in the form approved by the
Solicitor General or another Legal Officer in the Public Service approved by her. A surety for the due performance of
the contract will be required by one of the methods listed below:

¢ By way of a deposit with the Treasury of a sum of money or approved securities to the value of not less than ten
percent of the contract price; or

¢ By way of'a Bank or accredited Insurance Company whose liability shall be not less than ten percent (10%) of
the contract price

All Corporate Applicants should include with their application a copy of the company’s Certificate of Incorporation
and Articles of Incorporation as evidence that the company is an existing registered company as at the date of
application. The Certificate must be in the name of the Applicant.

Where the Certificate or Articles of Incorporation have not been submitted at the date of the opening, the Applicant
will be given a maximum of two (2) weeks to meet this obligation. Failure to submit the documents within the extended
period would render the application void.

Local Applicants are advised that the Certificate of Incorporation referred to at paragraph 14 above means a
Certificate of Incorporation issued under the 1985 Companies Act of Barbados or where applicable a Certificate of
Amendment. Certificates must be dated after December 31, 1984.

Applicants should be aware that the Labour Clause (Public Contracts) ACT CAP 349 shall in so far as is applicable
to the tender, apply to any contract made in respect of the tender. Full details of the conditions of the ACT CAP 349
may be obtained from the Government Printer, Government Printing Department, Bay Street, St., Michael.

Any firm incorporated outside of Barbados, which is awarded a contract, will be required to be registered in
Barbados as an external company under the ‘Companies Act of Barbados’. Information on the requirements for
registering as an external company can be obtained from the Corporate Affairs and Intellectual Property Office
