) Due to a change in law since the date of the Prospectus, the fourth paragraph
of “—Purchase, Sale and Retirement of the Notes” under the United States Holders
section should be read as follows: “Capital gain of a noncorporate United States holder
that is recognized in taxable years beginning before January 1, 2013 is generally taxed at
a maximum rate of 15% where the holder has a holding period greater than one year.”
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
